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KNOW YOUR RIGHTS

Most important is to try to avoid an arrest. Regardless of your
immigration status you have the following rights and should enforce
your rights to best protect yourself from an ICE arrest:

e DO NOT OPEN THE DOOR: If officers arrive to your home, you must ask
to see a signed judicial warrant with your correct name and
address. Officers cannot enter your home without a signed judicial
warrant.

e REMAIN SILENT: You should not provide any information about your
immigration status or answer ICE’'s questions.

e DO NOT SIGN ANYTHING: Do not sign any documents you do not
understand.

LANGUAGE

Useful language to use when encountering ICE:

Always remain silent and ask to speak with a lawyer:
o ‘I WANT TO USE MY RIGHT TO REMAIN SILENT”
o “ WANT TO SPEAK WITH A LAWYER”
e “I DO NOT WANT TO TALK TO YOU WITHOUT A LAWYER PRESENT”
AtHome
e “"SHOW ME YOUR JUDICIAL WARRANT"
e “I' DO NOT CONSENT FOR YOU TO ENTER MY HOME"
o “PLEASE LEAVE”
On the streets or your community
e “ARE YOU LOCAL POLICE? PLEASE IDENTIFY YOURSELVES”
e “AM | UNDER ARREST OR AM | FREE TO GO?”
e “I' DO NOT CONSENT TO YOUR SEARCH”

PREPARE FOR ICE ENCOUNTER

It is possible that ICE might detain someone even after asserting their
rights. This is why preparation is important.

e Gather your documents in a safe place where your family can
access. Have originals and copies!

o This includes but it not limited to: Birth certificates, social security
numbers, passports, consular IDs, state IDs, Drivers licenses,
medical records, tax returns, mortgage deeds, vehicle titles and
registrations, bank information, powers of attorney, letter of
guardianship

e Memorize your family & your consulate’s phone numbers to call if
detained

e Write down an Emergency Plan and keep this safe with all your
documents. A great template is found at

e If you are detained, the following documents might help avoid
expedited removal. Carry them on your person at all times:
o Green card or work authorization (if you have one)
o OR copies of documents that show you have been physically in
the U.S. for at least 2 years
Government issued ID

Work, school and medical records
Lease/Mortgage contracts
correspondence sent to your address
City Key (for Chicago residents)

State ID or State Driver's License
Know Your Rights Card (or Red Card)
Immigration Lawyer’'s phone number

UNDERSTAND BOND HEARINGS

If Detained, you may be able to request a bond hearing to be
released from detention. You will need to prove you are not 1)
a danger to community nor 2) a flight risk (risk of fleeing
from the law). The judge will consider the below factors
Length of residence
Family ties
Employment history
Criminal record or activities
o Life circumstances
o Proof of rehabilitation
Prior attempts to flee from the law
Manner of entry to the U.S.
Plan after release

The following people are NOT eligible for a court hearing and
might be deported before seeing a judge. Make sure to
consult with an attorney to determine eligibility:

Outstanding removal orders

Prior Deportations

Aggravated Felony Offenses

Expedited Removal Orders- Can request a hearing if you

are afraid to return to your country and request a Credible

Birth/marriage certificates

Proof US Citizen/Lawful Permanent Resident family
Proof of long residence in US

Proof of employment

Immigration receipt forms

Income Taxes

Police reports

Court Dispositions

Evidence of Rehabilitation
Certificates/Diplomas/Awards
Volunteer/Community Service Records
Medical/Therapy Records

Family Photos

If granted a bond you will need:
e Pay the bond in full
e US Citizen to pay the bond
